Challenge cups and special prizes are open for competition to all competitors unless otherwise
stated.

All stock and other exhibits must be on the ground by 9am and cannot be removed until after the
parade.

Entries must be made to the Secretary on or before June 20th on forms supplied, with
correct entry fee.

The age of stock in beef cattle sections to be calculated from 1st October, unless otherwise stated.
No bull may be shown unless properly controlled.

For prizes given by the Society, no animal shall be allowed to enter in more than one class, or to
compete in any class, except that prescribed for animals of its pedigree and description.
